D.  Career Application:  
We, all of us, have a call, as humans to be aware of the people around us and in the world who are suffering from injustice. As Christians, that call is even more pronounced through the teachings of the Bible, of Jesus, of our Church, and through our own relationship with Christ. Therefore, this class will allow students to become aware of issues of injustice they may never have had the opportunity to discover or understand. In addition, students will be able to create concrete plans to help ameliorate these issues. The goal of this course is that students will lead more aware and more actively just lives.

For some students, exposure to these injustices may lead to a career/vocation path that deals directly with these issues.

Credit for this class will be earned according to your performance on exams, tests, quizzes, homework, class work, projects, and classroom participation. All work will be graded on a points scale.  Points earned can be converted into a letter grade by determining your percentage points, then looking at the grading scale.  You will be told how many points an assignment is worth at the time it is given.  Your final grade will be determined by dividing the number of points you have earned by the number of points possible for the semester.  Your current grade will always be available to you. The JFK grading scale will be used. At the end of the third trimester, those receiving Seattle University credit will receive a combined Public Policy & Social Justice grade.  Semester grades are a grade-in-progress only. 

Requirements to pass this course

The Religion credit you are earning is required to graduate from JFK.  To earn the credit you must receive an average grade of 60% on regular coursework, a grade of 60% or higher on the term paper, and a grade of 60% or higher on the service internship and journal.  Failure to meet any of these requirements will result in a loss of credit and require summer school work.

Please note: You will not earn a passing grade if you do not complete either your term paper or you service project. 

B. Policies on late work, tests and attendance 
· Class work, homework and daily quizzes will not be able to be made up – no late work will be accepted in these areas. However, on major projects and papers, the students may turn in the assignment 1 day late with an automatic one grade deduction. After that, the students may not turn in late work.

· When a student is absent s/he has as many days as s/he was out to make up the work.  Major assignments are due on the due date – even if the student is absent. Students may retrieve handouts given out on the day of his/her absence in the pre-assigned area. However, all notes and discussions from the class must be obtained from a classmate.
