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Now that we’ve finished the film Million Dollar Baby, you have some reflecting to do.  Write a skirt-length (although I would estimate this will take you a couple pages double-spaced for an appropriate skirt) reflection about the issues in the movie. 
You have some freedom here to reflect on what you saw and how you felt, but please make sure you include all of the following as well:

· AT LEAST one biblical passage: What is the passage, how does it relate to the film. Does the film’s events and message support this passage or 
· AT LEAST one document of Catholic Social Teaching (this can be from the Catechism, a pastoral letter, constitution or encyclical, or any other formal teaching of the Church. What is the passage, how does it relate to the film. Does the film’s events and message support this passage or violate the message of this Church teaching?
· The motivation of compassion: All of the Church’s teachings on justice come from a place of compassion. Relate this understanding to the events, characters and message of the film.
· Connection to at least one article or lesson from our Opposing Viewpoints: Poverty book (or, you could use Civil Liberties as well). See above for reflection ideas.
· Legal ramifications: What are the legal issues you identified in this film?
· Finally, what are your feelings about this movie, the main characters, the ending – all of it? Keep in mind the issues we discussed at the beginning of the year about “right” vs. “moral” vs. “just” vs. “legal”.
