C. Methods of Instruction: Instructional methods used to present course content:

D.  Career Application:  
We, all of us, have a call, as humans to be aware of the people around us and in the world who are suffering from injustice. As Christians, that call is even more pronounced through the teachings of the Bible, of Jesus, of our Church, and through our own relationship with Christ. Therefore, this class will allow students to become aware of issues of injustice they may never have had the opportunity to discover or understand. In addition, students will be able to create concrete plans to help ameliorate these issues. The goal of this course is that students will lead more aware and more actively just lives.

For some students, exposure to these injustices may lead to a career/vocation path that deals directly with these issues.

Homework/Class Work/Quizzes: At least five graded homework assignments per quarter – may be randomly collected. Class and group work, participation, in class activities and review games. 10%
Larger Quizzes and Tests: Students will be given only three exams during the semester. Therefore, these tests are a significant portion of each student’s grade. 20%
Projects: Students will be asked to complete a project for every unit. This project will directly correspond to the issue being covered with the hope of deepening student knowledge of the principle.  Speeches and oral presentations will also be included in this category. 25%

Papers and Reflections: Students will be asked to write four papers on issues discussed and covered in class. There are six opportunities for these papers. Students may choose to write only four or they may write more and only the four best scores will be counted. 25%

This class will be on a “Running Total” system. The 1st quarter is, therefore, a progress report. This semester grade will account for 80% of your semester grade. The other 20% will come from a final project or Semester exam.
B. Policies on late work, tests and attendance 
· Class work, homework and daily quizzes will not be able to be made up – no late work will be accepted in these areas. However, on major projects and papers, the students may turn in the assignment 1 day late with an automatic one grade deduction. After that, the students may not turn in late work.

· When a student is absent s/he has as many days as s/he was out to make up the work.  Major assignments are due on the due date – even if the student is absent. Students may retrieve handouts given out on the day of his/her absence in the pre-assigned area. However, all notes and discussions from the class must be obtained from a classmate. Students may long on to www.kennedyhs.org to obtain their homework assignments for my classes. Tests missed must be taken within two days of return, before or after school, prearranged with me. If the test is not made up during this time period, the student will earn a zero. All tests and quizzes will be posted on the side board. Students may not make up work missed due to an unexcused absence.
