	Agnosticism is the belief that God’s existence cannot be known.

	Atheism

	CCC


	The Catechism of the Catholic Church.  It came out in 1994 and is the official text of the teachings of the Catholic Church.

	Monotheism


	Religions that believe that there is only one God.  Judaism, Christianity, and Islam are the three Abrahamic monotheistic religions.

	Natural revelation


	Natural revelation is the knowledge we have of God that we get through our human faculties of reason and the human heart.

	Polytheism
	Religions that believe in the existence of many gods and goddesses.

	Religion
	Religion is the relationship between God and humans that results in creed (beliefs), cult (worship), and code (behavior).

	Secularism


	Secularism is the belief that God is unnecessary and should that religion should be excluded from civic affairs and public education.

	St. Thomas Aquinas


	St. Thomas Aquinas was a highly influential Catholic philosopher and theologian who lived in the thirteenth century.  His five proofs for the existence of God are still taught today.


Anthropomorphic-- A literary device in which human qualities (emotional and physical) are attributed to God
