Semester Exam Project     
You will be working on this project all semester.  It is due Thursday, January 19, 2012.
Your Quote Book Project

What does that mean?

· You are going to create a book in which you compile quotes from each of the books we’ve read so far and from other authors (traditional literature), philosophers, prophets, comedians, musicians, etc. that have meaning to you.  You must compile a minimum of 20 quotes and you must credit the author/speaker of the quote.  There will be three quotes from each of the five books we will have read and five quotes of your choosing. Only put “anonymous” if you have researched and can’t find the author.  If you put “anonymous” and I know who the author is, I will deduct points.

What do you do?

· After you compile all of your quotes, you will then inscribe them in a small book.  You may type and paste them in or write them in (only if you have nice handwriting---I must be able to read them).  Your finished book CANNOT be larger than 5 ½ by 8 ½ (half the size of a regular sheet of paper).  No giant notebooks, etc.

· You may use a ready made spiral bound book (like a journal or a book of note cards), heavy paper that you bind yourself or put into a small three ring binder, or you may be more creative.  What you may NOT do is use regular-weight paper (lined OR unlined) on which to write your quotes or use staples or paper clips to hold it together.  If you turn this in with notebook paper or regular-weight paper or have used staples or paper clips you will receive a ZERO for the project.  NO EXCEPTIONS.
· Once you have transcribed your quotes in the book, you must then illustrate EACH PAGE. You may use drawings, paintings, photos, collages, stickers, etc.  It is nice, but not necessary, for your decorations to complement the quotes.  
· You may have no more than one quote per page.  Do not write on both sides of a page.
· Then, you must choose one quote from each book read and on the backs of those pages write a paragraph explaining what the quote means to you and why it is significant to you (for a total of five paragraphs).  These are the only pages you may write on the backs of.  They don’t have to be in sequence with each other.
· The cover must be decorated as well and on it must appear:  your name, English IV Creative Writing, Period #, and title of quote book.
Why should you put a lot of creative energy and effort into this project?

1. It’s 100 points.

2. It’s your semester exam grade.

3. Because finding quotes that have meaning to you and compiling them is a good way to expand your mind.

4. Also, if you didn’t do so well on a portfolio, this a really easy way to help your grade, refresh your research, critical thinking, and analytical skills in the process, and have some fun doing it.  Remember, this is CREATIVE writing.

· Your quotes do not have to come from classical literature.  Any literature genre or period, from any country is acceptable.  However, good authors who have many great quotes attributed to them are Ralph Waldo Emerson, Henry David Thoreau, William Shakespeare, Emily Dickinson, Benjamin Franklin, and Thomas Jefferson.  Don’t forget the Bible and quotes from songs, actors, and comedians.

· If you use a foreign language quote, you must translate it.

· All quotes must be PG-rated.  No foul language, racial slurs, or sexual innuendo. In other words, nothing that can be interpreted as racist or derogatory toward another religion, culture, gender, or sexuality.  While this may seem like censorship, I know that there are a plethora of appropriate quotes out there and you have no need to use inappropriate quotes for this classroom assignment.
