WORK EXPECTATIONS: For each unit, students can expect to complete the following:

A few words about homework . . . . . . .  It is to the student’s benefit to do their homework.  It gives the student a chance to practice new skills.

1. To receive full credit, student must turn in clean, correctly headed papers.

2. HOMEWORK MUST BE TURNED IN ON TIME – late assignments will receive no credit (except when absent).

ABSENCES: If the student misses a class, they must make up the work missed.  The student is responsible for making sure that they do this in a timely fashion by checking the homework board for missed assignments, writing absent at the top of their paper, and turning it into the appropriate box.  The student will receive credit for absent assignments turned in.  If they are absent on test days the test must be made up within TWO DAYS of returning to school, unless they have personally arranged otherwise.  MAKEUP TESTS ARE DONE BY APPOINTMENT ONLY.  If the student doesn’t schedule a time to retake the test within TWO days the test score will turn into a zero.  Quizzes may NOT be made up.

CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:  The RULES. Why do we have rules?  It is important to have a positive classroom environment so that students are able to learn.  The student has the responsibility to take charge of their education and contribute to this class.  The following rules will aid with success in this class:

1. Show respect to all, including other students, faculty and staff, visitors, and others’ property.
