HOMEWORK: (35% of grade)

· I accept neat, completed assignment with your information and the homework number

· Keep track of all due dates on the homework sheet on the bulletin board in class and online on the calendar on my website.  There is no reason a student shouldn’t know what we have for homework.

· Homework missed during EXCUSED ABSENCES ONLY may be made up for full credit the day after you return. (Exceptions are made only under extreme circumstances and extended excused absences.) You need to turn it in with all your information to the inbox of your period with ABSENT written on the top of it.

· If turned in late, 0 points.  No late work is accepted.

· There is no partial homework credit:  all points or 0 points.

· We will have reviews on a regular basis.  These reviews will be graded and students will need to study the material to pass them.  They count as a homework grade.

· In the case of an excused absence, the student is expected to check the website or the homework sheet to know what homework they have missed and need to make up.  
QUIZZES AND EXAMS: (45% of grade)

· Chapter tests 

· Semester Exams 

· Exams may be made up within 3 days of return from an excused absence only.  

CLASS PARTICIPATION/ORAL EVALUATION:  (20% of grade)

· Each student will begin each semester with a perfect participation grade of 200 points.  

· In order to keep these points, students need to take an active role in asking and answering questions in class and participating in class activities. 

· Students can lose points by violating the classroom rules. Carefully read over the violations so that you thoroughly understand them, and you know what NOT to do.  If a student makes poor choices in class, her/his participation grade will be lowered. 

CLASSROOM RULES

1.  Be seated by the time the second bell rings.  

2.  Bring all assignments and all required materials to class each day.  

3.  Raise your hand to be recognized in order to speak.  One person at a time.

4.  Appropriate and respectful behavior only.  

5.  Do your own work.  No cheating or copying.

7.  Remain seated during class unless permission is given by the teacher.

8.  No food in class, unless it is a planned assignment, teacher permission.

9.  Taking others’ property.  Defacing property. This includes taking the teacher’s
