· Homework missed during EXCUSED ABSENCES ONLY may be made up for full credit the day after you return. (Exceptions are made only under extreme circumstances and extended excused absences.)

· If turned in late, 0 points.  No late work is accepted in the Spanish Department.
· There is no partial homework credit:  all points or 0 points.

· We will have reviews on a regular basis.  These reviews will be graded and students will need to study the vocabulary to pass them.  There will be no written work to hand in, just a 5 question review to do in the beginning of class.

              SPANISH DEPARTMENT POLICY FOR MISSING QUIZZES

All quizzes and tests must be taken as scheduled.  There will be no make-up quizzes.  For excused absences, the following procedure applies, per quarter grading period.

FIRST MISSED QUIZ:  

The student will receive her/his current average in class.

SECOND MISSED QUIZ:

The student will receive her/his current quiz average minus 5%.

THIRD MISSED QUIZ:

The student will receive her/his current quiz average minus 10%.

FOURTH, and beyond, MISSED QUIZ(ZES):

No credit will be given for the quiz(zes).

** Exceptions to this policy will be reviewed on an individual basis.

**This procedure does not apply to quarter or semester exams.

**For unexcused absences, the student will receive a ‘0’ for that quiz.

**Truancies will result in 0 credits given for any quiz/test/class work/etc. for that day.

CLASS PARTICIPATION:  (10% of grade)
Participation means the work you do in class.  Speaking in any class is difficult; speaking in a foreign language class is even more difficult.  I will never try to embarrass anyone in the class and I trust that each student shows respect for their classmates.  The best way for students to learn and participate is to feel comfortable in class.  

Each semester, your Spanish grade will be the accumulation of the total number of points that you have earned based on your work in Spanish class.  (All the points you have earned from homework, quizzes, tests, presentations, projects, dialogues, etc.)
· Each student in Spanish 1 will begin each semester with a perfect participation grade of 200 points.  

· Students can lose points by violating the classroom rules. Carefully read over the violations so that you thoroughly understand them, and you know what NOT to do.  If a student makes poor choices in class, her/his participation grade will be lowered. 

SPANISH CLASSROOM RULES

1.  Be seated by the time the second bell rings.  
2.  Bring all assignments and all required materials to class each day.  

3.  Raise your hand to be recognized in order to speak.  One person at a time.

4.  Appropriate and respectful behavior only.  
5.  Do your own work.  No cheating or copying.

6.  Be focused and on task at all times during the class period.

7.  Remain seated during class unless permission is given by the teacher.

8.  No food or drink in class, unless it is a planned assignment, teacher permission.

9.  Taking others’ property.  Defacing property. This includes taking the teacher’s
