POLICY FOR MISSING QUIZZES
All quizzes and tests must be taken as scheduled.  For excused absences only, the following procedure applies, per quarter grading period:

FIRST MISSED QUIZ:

1. The student will take a make-up quiz for this quiz.

2. Student sets a date and time with the teacher.

SECOND MISSED QUIZ:

1. The student will take a make-up quiz for this quiz.

2. Student sets a date and time with the teacher.

3. This quiz grade reflects a minus 5 points.

THIRD MISSED QUIZ:

1. The student will take a make-up quiz for this quiz.

2. Student sets a date and time with the teacher.

3. This quiz grade reflects a minus 10 points.

FOURTH MISSED QUIZ:

The student receives no credit for this quiz.  ‘0’ grade will be marked for this quiz and averaged into the student’s quiz grades for that grading period.

**Exceptions to this policy will be reviewed on an individual basis.

**This procedure does not apply to (quarter or) semester exams.

**For unexcused absences/truancies, the student will receive a ‘0’ for that quiz (or test).

Class participation/conduct is 15% of grade.

Note:   Participation points can include Taco Sale Extra Credit points if/when we have a Taco Sale.  

Dear Student,


For the participation/conduct portion of your quarter grade, each student will begin each quarter with a 100% in participation grade.  Conduct in class and speaking in English in the classroom will lower this grade.
SPANISH DEPARTMENT CLASSROOM RULES   

1.  Be seated by the time the second (final) bell rings.  

2.  Have all required materials ready at the beginning of class each day.  

3.  Raise your hand to be recognized in order to speak.  One person at a time.

4.  Appropriate and respectful behavior only.  

5.  Be focused and on task at all times during the class. Know where we are during the lesson
6.  Remain seated during class unless permission is given by the teacher.

7.  No food/drink in class, unless it is a planned event with teacher permission. 

8.  Taking others’ property, defacing property merits consequences.

Homework is 15% of grade

A student will receive full credit for having a completed assignment when they enter the class and will be expected to make all the corrections in class.  Students will receive all or nothing for homework.  There is no partial credit.  Assignments will have to be complete or the student receives a zero.  Incomplete or late work receives no credit.  

Composition/Reading/Listening/Verbal are 20% of grade

All compositions are typed, double-spaced, 12-font and include an introduction, body and conclusion. When compositions are rewritten for a second draft, both drafts form a composite grade. Compositions may be kept in the individual student file.  No late work is accepted.  Exceptions to this will be reviewed on an individual basis. Use of computer translators will result in a ‘0’ grade.  Be original!

GRADING for compositions (or the equivalent) will be based on content, organization, vocabulary, language, creativity and complexity.

READING assignments will be included throughout the year.  All grading rubrics will be explained per assignment.

LISTENING assignments are graded on accuracy of understanding content, the accuracy of the answer given and the accuracy of the grammar used.
VERBAL assignments are informal and structured conversations with classroom partners, dialogue presentations, single reports and answering questions from the teacher in Spanish. 
Cultural/Projects is 10% of grade

When a cultural or Project assignment is given, students are encouraged to use creativity and will be graded on quality, creativity, complexity and grammar accuracy.
